In Korea, a popular kind of sauna is called B&%, B&Ys are
usually large buildings with separate areas for men and women.
You receive clothing and towels at the front desk, then go into the
gender-appropriate locker rooms where you can change clothes
and store personal items. Also in these gender-specific areas, there
are large bathing rooms but you must undress before going in. In
this area, you can do many things: bathe in hot and cold pools, take
a shower, get a massage or scrub, or sit in different kinds of saunas.
After bathing, you put on your sauna clothes and head up to the
gender-neutral space where you can sit in dry saunas, watch TV,
sleep, or order snacks from the snack bar. Many B2&%s also have
reading rooms, game rooms, computer rooms, and even singing
rooms in the shared area! If you're tired, you can even spend the
night; the shared area has sleeping mats and pillow blocks for your
convenience.

Cultural Tip

The bus system in Korea, particularly in Seoul, is well-developed
and convenient. There are different kinds of buses that you can
take, such as inter=city, intra-city, airport buses, village buses, and
express buses. The buses are color-coded so that you can tell at
a glance which kind of bus it is. Inter-city buses and airport buses
are usually maroon, dark blue, or dark red. Red buses go to more
suburban areas farther outside the city. Blue and green buses
are intra-city buses that travel between subway stations; blue
buses travel longer distances than green ones. Yellow buses make
roundabouts in downtown Seoul around the main shopping and
business locations. There are also village buses which are often
colored yellow or green that operate within specific districts, but
don't worry; you won't get them confused with the other green
and yellow buses because they are much smaller!
